Refunds can not be given if children are absent. Invoices to schools following a visit may be subject to a £10 admin charge. 
• Schools booking a museum-based session have access to the museum for the whole day at no extra cost 
• School-led preparatory teacher visits must be booked in advance with Reception. 
• Museum-led preparatory teacher visits must be booked in advance with the Education Officer.
