Salisbury & South Wiltshire Museum is hosting a family friendly display which will feature genuine Ancient Egyptian artefacts from Winchester Museums Collection.

The Museum has also tracked down some of Salisbury’s very own Egyptian artefacts. These include mummified crocodiles, mummy cloth, and papyrus given by Salisbury Museum to the Bournemouth Natural Science Society. These will be back on display in Salisbury for the first time in over 70 years.
